The goal is to assist 20 families over the 
four-weekend event. They need help.

Volunteers are also needed to clean and organize, as well as to prepare and 
deliver lunches to teams in the field. Whether or not you have construction 
experience, there’s a spot for you on a team, and your participation makes a 
real difference!
